Year 1s will be focussing on writing sentences by:
saying out loud what they are going to write about
composing a sentence orally before writing it
sequencing sentences to form short narratives
re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense
discuss what they have written with the teacher or other pupils

read aloud their writing clearly enough to be heard by their peers and the teach-
er

joining words and joining clauses using and
using a capital letter for names of people and places

Year 2s will be focussing on developing positive attitudes towards and stamina
for writing by:

writing narratives about those of others (real and fictional)

consider what they are going to write before beginning by: planning or saying out
loud what they are going to write

make simple additions, revisions and corrections to their own writing
